<HTC Name> is pleased to announce that we are among the many Hemophilia Treatment Centers nationwide that have granted consent to the American Thrombosis and Hemostasis Network (ATHN), a not-for-profit organization, to provide stewardship of the ADVOY database. Baxter, the developer of the ADVOY database and the steward of the program since its creation eight years ago, is donating ADVOY to ATHN, a move that we fully support. Under ATHN’s stewardship, the tool will be called ATHNadvoy.

We believe that hemophilia patients and their families will benefit from this transition. Patient infusion and bleed logs will continue to be protected and will now be managed side-by-side with the rest of patients’ clinical information. With a more integrated record, your <HTC Name> team will be in an even better position to work together to improve your care or the care of your child. We also anticipate that future clinical research initiatives and the delivery of new programs, such as ATHNready that supports disaster preparedness, will be enhanced by the donation of ADVOY and will benefit patients over the long term.
Patients will have the same high level of privacy protection with ATHNadvoy. Since the ADVOY system and computer software program will remain unchanged, there will be nothing new to learn as a result of the transition of ADVOY from Baxter to ATHN’s stewardship. 

These are some of the reasons why <HTC Name> consented to the donation and fully supports the transition. 

The donation and transition process require consent from both the HTC and the patient to have historical data transitioned to ATHNadvoy. <HTC Name> has provided its formal and official consent. It is important for you to know that you have a choice – you can continue to use ADVOY  by providing your consent to the transition, or you can choose to not consent to the transition  and thus no longer use ADVOY. We believe that the use of ADVOY to track your bleeds and infusions is a valuable tool in managing your care, so we encourage your ongoing participation. The purpose of this letter is to inform you that you must make a decision no later than <insert date>.

If you would like to continue to use ADVOY, simply log in to ADVOY as you normally would and follow the prompts through the consent process. You must complete this consent process no later than <insert date>. By providing your consent to continue using ADVOY under ATHN’s stewardship, all of your or your child’s historical data will be transferred to ATHNadvoy.
If you do not provide your consent to the donation of ADVOY, you will continue to have access to the data via the ADVOY website only until completion of the transition to ATHNadvoy. You will no longer have access to the ADVOY database once the migration to ATHNadvoy is complete. Therefore, if you choose to not consent to the transition, we strongly encourage you to print or download a copy of your or your child’s historical data from the ADVOY website. This information will no longer be available after completion of the transition process. To save historical patient data, log in to ADVOY and export the ADVOY data into an Excel file. You may also print the historical patient data for your paper-based records.
We appreciate the service Baxter provided over the years and believe that this transition will bring benefits to the community in general, and to our patients.
